Amateur Radio Operation to be Allowed at Midway
Atoll National Wildlife Refuge

“The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service is offering ama
radio operators the opportunity to broadcast fronidivay
Atoll, which is located within the Papamaumokukea Ma-
rine National Monument. This event will mark thestfiop-
portunity for amateur radio operators to broadcéstm the
atoll since 2002. In January 2008, a regularly sthied
visitor program began offering limited opportungiegfor
people to experience Midway's wildlife, history andture,
as well as for some specific nonwildlife-dependectea-
tional activities, such as amateur radio use.

To avoid any conflicts with atoll wildlife, amateuadio
operations will be permitted for two weeks onlpnfirOcto-
ber 5 — 19, 2009. Travel arrangements to and froidway
Atoll National Wildlife Refuge are the responstilof the
individual or group. With minimal facilities on thatoll,
lodging availability is very limited and will be oa first-
come, first-serve basis. All amateur radio operaton Mid-
way must secure lodging reservations, as campingois
permitted. To make lodging reservations, contactidatch
Industries, Inc. Site Administrator Darlene Holst, 808-
954-4801 or dholst@chugach-ak.com.

To ensure the safety of the Refuge’s wildlife, eglme to
specific guidelines will be required. Radio opeoatiwill be
allowed only within a designated area on the ngithe of
Sand Island and the use of portable generators mdtl be
permitted (120V power is available at the operatgite.)
Any modifications to the island power grid/infrastture
must be approved in advance by the Refuge Managtba
paid for entirely by the radio operators. All paipants will

be required to attend a Refuge orientation shaatfter arri-

val, which is designed to enhance visitor safetydlife

protection, and overall enjoyment while visiting tRefuge
and Monument.”
