In 2000, 
Ralph Bellas, K9ZO joined  Dennis Motschenbacher, 
K7BV, to compete in the second WRTC in  Slovenia.  In 
2002, we were well represented when three members 
participated in the competition hosted by the Fins.  Pat 
Barkey, N9RV, joined with Tim Duffy, K3LR, and 
NT1N, Dave Patton and AG9A, Mark Obermann made 
up a 100% SMC team in the competition. 

So who will represent SMC at the 2006 competition in 
Brazil?  Obviously we don’ t know yet.  However, with 
the addition of a new multi-single category, more contest-
ers than ever will have an opportunity to compete.  The 
WRTC 2006 committee plans to field 65 teams, an in-

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crease of 13 over the 2002 competition. 

Although the WRTC 2006 selection criteria are still pend-
ing approval, we know the basics for selecting the various 
teams.  Four types of teams will make up the field in 2006: 

National Teams:  IARU national radio organizations and 
contest clubs will select 36 national teams.  They will rep-
resent all continents, including 19 teams from Europe, six 
North American teams, five teams from Asia, three South 
American teams, and one team each from Central America, 
Oceania, and Africa.  Many of these teams are further as-
signed to various countries within these continents.  For 
instance the North American teams will be composed of 
three USA teams, one Canadian team, and two teams from 
other countries in North America. 

Pre-allocated Teams:  The organizing committee will 
select 13 pre-allocated teams from applications submitted 
by any team wishing to compete.  Eligibility criteria are 
two-fold: (1) the team members must both be citizens of 
the same country, (2) the team must submit an application 
on, or before, the application deadline.  These teams should 
also be appointed by continent with five North/Central 
American teams, four European teams, three South Amer-
ica/Africa/Oceania teams, and one Asia team.  The com-
mittee will rank the team applications based on a rating 
factor derived from individual team member results in the 
CQWW, CQWW WPX, WAEDC, and IARU contests, as 
well as past WRTCs.  However, this will not be the only 
basis for selection.  Like past competitions team selection 
will ultimately be the decision of the organizational com-
mittee, based on their evaluation of all factors they feel are 
appropriate to field the most competitive teams. 

Special Invited Teams:  The only special invited team for 
2006 will be the winning team from the 2002 competition 
in Finland, N5TJ and K1TO. 

Multi-single Teams:  The WRTC 2006 organizational 
committee will select 15 teams via a lottery to participate in 
the new multi-single category.  The applications can only 
be submitted by station owners in Brazil.  The teams can 
have a maximum of four members and must have a mini-
mum of two Brazilian operators and one foreign operator. 

So what does this mean to the SMC?  Again, we don’ t 
know yet, but here are some things to think about over the 
next few months as we wait for the WRTC 2006 committee 
finalize the team selection process: 

1. Decide which SMC member(s) you think would best 
represent us in the competition.
